Title: Paid Affiliate Group Sessions
PREAMBLE

Memorandum of Understanding between Araiteuru Marae Council Inc and Paid Affiliate Groups. In the spirit of manaaki ki a tatou manuhiri, and in accordance with the guiding principle of “aroha ki te tangata”.


1 NAME 

The name of the Society shall be the Araiteuru Marae Council Incorporated and hereafter it shall be called the Council.

2 OBJECTIVE 

2.1 The objective of the council shall be:

2.2 To administer the Marae complex for the wellbeing of all people, with particular  

      concern for Māori people in Aotearoa, New Zealand.

2.3 To develop the Marae, to raise funds for construction and maintenance and  

      betterment of the property and buildings under the control of the council.

2.4 To provide facilities for the conduct of tangihanga which will take precedence  

       over all other functions (this provision never to be expunged from the  

       constitution).

2.5 To provide an appropriate meeting place for Manaaki I te manuhiri (caring for 
       visitors) for tribal gatherings, seminars, conferences, meetings of Māori, Pākehā,  

       Pacific Island and all people.

2.6 To provide suitable amenities where Māori and other arts and crafts can be  

       practised or displayed.
2.7 To provide up to date facilities for recreational, social, educational, cultural and 
      religious activities.

2.8 To provide a place from which extended community involvement and 
      responsibilities may develop.

2.9 To be a place for Māori people and provide facilities to enable them to continue 
      with their own way of life and within the total structure of Māori terms and  

      values.

2.10 We need the marae for a number of reasons:

Ko ō tātou marae he wāhi pīrangi mō te iwi, he wāhi tōika hei tiaki I ō tātou āhuatanga Māori I runga ano I ō tātou kawa, I ō tātou ture, I ō tātou mana motuhake.

Kia pūmau ki ō tātou marae kia taea ai;

“Te inoi ki a Ihowa

Te tangi ki ō tātou mate

Te tū pakari ki te reo me te tikanga

Te manaaki manuhiri

Te whakahaere huihuinga

Te whakatutuki mārena

Te whakatūtakitaki whanaunga

Te ako I ngā mahi a ngā tūpuna

A, kia mohio ai I te atāhua o te ao marama me ō tātou taonga tuku iho.” 
3 The Memorandum of Understanding is an agreement between the “Council” and   

    the Paid Affiliate Group hereafter it shall be called the “the group”.
3.1 Both Parties agree to the following:

3.2 A special Marae Hire Rate of $____ an hour (incl GST) for the maximum of 3  

      hours per session has been allowed as an incentive. Bookings are charged at the  

      full rate.
3.3 The group will take full responsibility for the key and group code and will  

      only be used by the group for the recorded and agreed booked session.

3.4 The Council will undertake to keep the group fully informed of tangi and marae 
       income earning bookings with as much time in advance as possible. Another  

       session time may be negotiated.
3.5 The group will ensure that at the end of each booking the “End of booking/     

       Session Checklist” will be observed so that Health and Safety requirements are  

       met. 

3.6 In the event that the checklist is not observed and met satisfactorily to the council  

      Requirements then the group will be charged a $     fee to allow for the cleaning.  

3.7 The group is responsible for reporting breakages and or damage made by the  

      group and or  another group, and or replacing any breakages and repairing  any
      damage.

3.8 The council takes no responsibility/ liability for incidences/ accidents that may  

      occur during the group session.

3.9 The parties aim to have open and reciprocal communication.
4.0 The Council aims to develop Marae Economic and Sustainability initiatives for  

       the group to participate in if they wish. 

4.1 The group will be responsible for appointing a Fire Warden for each session/  

       booking.

4.2 The group will communicate with the Council treasurer at the end of each month    

       the Group’s use of the marae so that the council treasurer can invoice monthly.

4.2 The agreed group booking is as outlined as; day and time.
